As the number of
students has grown over the past little while | found it necessary to make a few points clear so that
there are no misunderstandings.

1. The goal of these guitar lessons is to develop in the student the skills and talent necessary to play
at what ever level the student wishes, whether that be performing at GM Place or strumming chords
around a campfire.

2. Everybody learns at a different rate and has different ideas on what levels and styles they want to
play. Thatis why | treat each student differently and work with them to reach their individual goals.

3. Any worthwhile accomplishment requires time and effort. Give yourself time to grow to the guitar;

this is a gradual process. Remember that the speed of a student's progress depends largely on the
amount of careful daily practice. So don't get discouraged and allow the time to develop the mind and
muscles for playing.

. Be prepared for the lesson with your guitar, books and anything else you may need for the lesson.

. Lessons should be enjoyable! | will do my best to create a relaxed and positive atmosphere.
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Financial guidelines:

Lessons based on the 3 month (12 lessons semester system)

1) $19 per half hour. 1 lesson per week for 3 months (12 weeks).

2) Payment must be received in advance for the entire 3 months. Lesson time is set. It can only be
changed once throughout the semester and must be rescheduled within that same week.

(1 weeks notice is required for a time change).

3) Payment for the next semester is due in full 2 weeks before the end of the current semester.

Lessons based on the monthly (4 lessons) system

1) $22 per half hour.

2) A time change requires 1 week notice, otherwise the full amount of the lesson

will be charged. Payment for the next month is due in full the week of the last lesson of the month.

Drop in lessons
$24 per half hour. Payment is due in full at the time of the lesson.

--Keep in mind that others may have lessons before or after your scheduled time,

so if you show up late for your lesson your end time will still be the same.

--I like to keep my students happy, so any books, strings, etc. will cost very close to
the same as what you would pay in a music store.

--Cash or cheque are acceptable methods of payment. Please make cheques
